4 Walnut Creek Aquanuts Named to 2008 U.S. Olympic Team 
 
Walnut Creek, May 1, 2007:  United States Synchronized Swimming (USSS) announced the ten 

athletes nominated to the 2008 U. S. Olympic Team on April 28 in Indianapolis, IN. Four of the 10 

athletes named to the team represent the Walnut Creek Aquanuts:  Becky Kim, Annabelle Orme, 
Jillian Penner and Kim Probst.  

Walnut Creek Aquanut head coach Tammy McGregor, a two-time Olympian and Gold Medalist, 

has been coaching these 10 athletes as they have competed as U.S. National Team I.  Last fall, 

McGregor coached U. S. National Team 1, with members Kim, Orme, Penner and Probst in 

Moscow, Russia at the FINA World Trophy Cup where the U. S. won the gold medal in the combo 
competition, the first time anyone had beaten the Russians since 1996. 

The public will have a unique opportunity to see the Olympic synchronized swimmers perform on 

June 16, at the Walnut Creek Aquanuts’ annual Night of Champions fundraiser. In addition to 

silent and live auctions, food and beverages, Olympic swimmers will perform an exhibition in the 

pool, along with performances by other Aquanut swimmers, and will be available for an 
autograph session.  

The Night of Champions will take place at the Aquatic Center at Heather Farm Park in Walnut Creek on 

Saturday, June 16, 2007 from 2 to 6 pm.
