Walnut Creek, CA  March 28,2008:   With tickets to Olympic events in Beijing in 
short supply, even the families of Olympic Swimmers are flying to California for 
the only chance to see two of the world’s best Olympic Synchronized Swim 
Teams. 
 
Saturday, June 21, the Walnut Creek Aquanuts (WCA) present “Night of 
Champions”, the 40th annual fundraiser, featuring both sets of Olympic 
contenders, as well as WCA sychcho swimmers at Heather Farm Park in Walnut 
Creek, CA. 
 
This will be a significant performance for both, only weeks before their standoff in 
Beijing.  The Russian and US Teams consistently rank in the top four at world 
competitions.

Aquanuts and Olympic head coach Tammy McGregor, a two-time Olympian and 
Gold Medalist, coaches the US Synchro Team.  In the fall of 2006, McGregor 
coached the US to a gold medal in the combo competition, at the World FINA Cup 
in Moscow, the first time anyone had beaten the Russians since 1996.  
 
The “Night of Champions” takes place at the Clarke Memorial Swim Center at 
Heather Farm Park in Walnut Creek on Saturday, June 21, 2008, from 2 to 8 pm.
